The relations will be considered in the light of European Convention of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and other legal documents which lay down a minimum standard for the national matrimonial law regulation. The course will examine:

Principles and sources  of Family and Matrimonial Law; Legal regulation of marriage; Definition of marriage, marriage, validity of marriage, legal consequences of marriage (personal rights and obligations of spouses, property relations between spouses), termination of marriage; Cohabitation (definition and legal consequences); Domestic violence in marriage and cohabitation.
