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	Synopsis:
	This course will deal with legal relations between life partners and between parents and children. The relations will be considered in the light of European Convention of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms and other legal documents which lay down a minimum standard for the national family law regulation. Special attention will be paid to the influence of these documents on family law systems of the countries of the European Community. The course will examine the family relationships between adults based on marriage and the main issues concerning the family economy (primary regime and marital property issues); the consequences of family breakdown, both in relation to children and between the spouses or non-married partners; the establishment of legal parentage based on natural reproduction, on assisted reproductive technologies and on adoption; and the rights and duties derived from parenting (parental responsibility).  The course particularly focuses on key components of: “Unification and harmonisation of fdamily law in Europe”, “Family law in the practice of European Court of Human Rights“, “Right to family life”, “Right to marry and to found a family”, “Family law and comparative law” “Legal regulation of life unions (Marriage, Extramarital union, Same-sex partnership union)”, “Legal relations between parents and children 

(Determining parenthood, Parental responsibility, Maintenance, Child’s contacts)”.

	Aims:


	This course aims to provide students:

 - a knowledge and understanding of the law main legal issues concerning family law issues in the law of different countries in the European Community;

- training for analysing case-law of national judicial bodies and of the European Court of Human Rights. 


	Outcomes:
	After a successful completion of this course:
student will able to know and understand aims and contents of different rights in family relations and also understand the position of these rights in a general legal system. The student will be able to interpret legal provisions in different legal systems and to analyse important legal matters in family law.
