	Synopsis:
	This core unit examines the concept of landscapes, the structure of landscapes, general principles of landscape ecology, matrix and networks, contrasts in landscape, the representation of plants. It includes importance of human role in the development of landscapes, urban ecology and elements of urban ecosystem, autochthonous and allochthonous plant species in the city, tourist aspects and climatic conditions of the city, urban flora in tourist offer. It provides basic knowledge on vegetation of the landscape as a factor of tourist offer, rural landscapes in tourist offer, importance of forests and mountainous areas, karst environment as part of tourist offer, significance of greenery in the protection of cultural and historical monuments, protected areas, natural cultural and historical monuments, park - forests and forests – park. 

	Aims:
	Students are introduced to evaluation of the basic elements of the landscape, introduction to the basic concepts of natural rural and urban landscapes and their importance in the tourist offer of B&H, the importance of autochthonous species as part of a recognizable tourist offer, raising awareness for the beautiful as the basic precondition for the improvement and development of tourism in  B&H .
