	Method of knowledge assessment/ examination method and % weighting factor of knowledge assessment:

To pass the first or second midterm exam, a student must achieve at least 55% of the total points. If a student does not pass the first midterm exam organized during the semester, he/she takes the entire exam at the end of the semester, with the possibility of obtaining a maximum of 85 points. Part-time students can achieve a maximum of 100 points on the final exam. Part-time students have the option to choose to take the exam as full-time students.
