	Subject goal:
	The course studies crime as an individual and mass social phenomenon. Different phenomenological and etiological characteristics of this negative social phenomenon are pointed out. Within the phenomenological analysis, the scope, distribution and different temporal, geographical and seasonal distribution of crime are considered, as well as the classification by types of crime. Within the etiological analysis, theories on the causes of crime and the effect of certain criminogenic factors on the occurrence of crime are studied. The aim of the course is to introduce students to:

 - with a general view of crime and delinquency, both in the world and in Bosnia and Herzegovina;

- with manifestations, structure, structural changes and dynamics of crime;

- with the causes of crime at the macro and micro level; - with theoretical understandings of crime and

- specific court cases of criminal behavior
