	Synopsis:
	This core unit examines the development of viticulture and wine production in the world and BiH. It focuses on reigning of viticulture, presentation wine as a tourist product. Further on it refers to European Union and enology tourism, ecological, economic and social goals of enology tourism. It covers the history of wine roads and emphasises the importance of wine roads of Herzegovina, marketing of wine tourism and tourism network. 

	Aims:
	Students are introduced to basic theoretical and practical issues related to the development and functioning of enology tourism. In the scientific analysis, special attention is focused on ecological, economic and social goals of enology in tourism, and developmental changes on the macro and micro level of spatial and temporal environments.

	Outcomes
	Upon the completion, the students will be able to understand the basic characteristics of the enology tourism and interpretation of the conditions for sustainable development and management of enology tourism. They will be able to analyze the factors that can improve or stop the development of wine tourism in a particular spatial, and to identify the basic positive and negative aspects that enology tourism brings. Students will be able to set up of the hypothesis on the strategic goals of enology tourism development by suggesting tactics for achieving the proposed strategy. At the end they will be able to conclude and argument to support the role and importance of enology tourism in a particular development context with a critical analysis of different temporal and spatial framework defining the current level and quality of enology tourism.
