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	Subject goal:
	The purpose of this course is to upgrade the technical and theoretical foundation in existing curricula in the field of law, in order to improve the skills of law students and their understanding of the functioning of the BiH judicial system and the importance of the rule of law. To achieve these goals, this innovative elective focuses on practical public speaking skills, preparation for the main trial and advocacy at the main trial, which will be taught at the Faculty of Law with the help of local judges, prosecutors and lawyers.


	Description of general and specific competences (knowledge and skills)/learning oucomes:
	Upon successful completion of this course, students will be trained to work in criminal justice, or other competent institutions that deal with preventive and repressive activities to combat crime.


	Course contenc:
	Module 1 Introduction: Expectations and requirements of the course

• Students will begin learning about public speaking

Module 2 Foundations of justice and implicit prejudice: Equal distribution of justice, rule of law and challenge

• Society and challenges for a fair and impartial judiciary

Module 3 Judicial system in BiH and ethics: Courts, HJPC, legal ethics

• Students will understand the jurisdiction of the courts in BiH and the High Judicial and Prosecutorial Council of BiH (HJPC)

• Students will understand the principles of ethics in the judiciary

Module 4 Public Speaking: Basics of Persuasive and Effective Presentation

• Students will learn that effective public speaking requires organization, engagement, and a clear, compelling presentation.

Module 5 Organization, content and presentation: TED type presentations

• Students will apply lessons learned about public speaking and give a speech to the group and receive constructive feedback from faculty and colleagues

Module 6 Trial and Evidence: "Trading" Tools

• Students will study the progress of the trial from start to finish and understand the roles and duties of the court and legal representatives

Module 7 Objections and Indictments: Use of Objections and Validity of Indictments

• Students will learn when and how to object or respond to objections, and will learn how to properly draft an indictment.

 Module 8 Examinations and suggestions: Role playing in direct and cross-examination exercises • Students will practice direct and cross-examination of witnesses, and practice how to present, defend, and oppose suggestions.

Module 9 Mini Trial Simulation - State v. Great Evil Wolf: Trial in a Known Criminal Case

• Students will conduct a trial trial three times - in the role of prosecutor, defense counsel and witness in order to take a stand from each position.

Module 10 Exhibits, Witnesses and Experts: Treatment of lay witnesses and experts

• Students will learn how to handle exhibits properly and work with lay witnesses and experts.

Module 11 Visit to the court: Observation of the criminal trial, meeting with the judge

• Students will have the opportunity to follow the work of the court and court staff, and to talk to them in an informal environment.

Module 12 Introduction to the Simulated Trial Case: Review the case file and select roles

• Students will prepare a five-minute closing presentation for prosecutors or defense counsel using the subject file selected for trial simulation purposes. Teams of prosecutors and defense counsel will be formed and case strategy will begin to be planned.

Module 13 Preparing a Trial Simulation: Strategic Planning of the Prosecution and Defense

• Students will organize discussion materials into one subject folder, teams continue to plan and practice. The prosecution will provide information, and the defense will file a motion for dismissal.

Module 14 Practicing Trial Simulation with Prosecutor and Defense: Mentoring Practitioners
Module 15 Trial trial simulation and presentation: Practice from start to finish

• Students will have the opportunity to practice the entire course of the trial.

Exam: A complete trial simulation before a practicing judge in a courtroom.
